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Introduction:

Desert Locust (DL) situation remained
calm in Sudan during June 2016. Efforts
were concentrated in  collecting
information and data about the
environment and climate situation, from
different sources to follow up and
monitoring of the beginning of the
summer rains of this year. In the other
hand needed resources were distributed
to all state within the traditional
breeding areas of locust, and they
included pesticides, spray equipment
and survey tools, and preparations have
been completed to confront any
occurring of DL emergency situation.

Ecological conditions:

During June 2016 precipitations
occurred at varied levels form
heavy to medium in Dafur states,
white Nile and North Kordofan, and
medium to light in River Nile,
Kassala and Red Sea states. Weeds
started to grow in some areas that
received heavy rainfall and
vegetation went on developing to
greening. According to that
preparedness completed to the
survey teams for conducting
inclusive  surveys in  summer
breeding zone of the DL in the few
up coming days.
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Forecasting till the end of July
2016:

According to the current
dominated ecological condition in
desert locust summer breeding
areas of Sudan, it is expected that
Desert locust solitary individuals
will aggregate and star copulating
and breeding by the improvement
of the environment and climate
conditions, and it expected that
green  vegetation cover will
dominate at a different levels
during July up to its end.
Accordingly, we recommend for
conducting survey operation
covering wide green areas that
received early rainfall during June
2016 in the traditional breeding
areas of the Desert locust.
