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Introduction:

Desert Locust (DL) situation remained
calm in Sudan during July 2016. Survey
operation was conducted during 13" —
27" included 6 states in the zone of DL
summer breeding areas. Scattered
solitary DL individuals of low densities
were detected in some areas.

Ecological conditions:

During July 2016 heavy rainfall was
received in all DL summer breeding
areas, and vegetation status
changed to green cover with
medium density. Accordingly, the
ecological condition became
favorable for DL breeding and
multiplication.

Survey results:

The conducted survey resulted in
presence of DL solitary individuals,
scattered of low densities in three
locations near kassala city, also in
River Nile state 135 ha were
detected hosting low density
scattered solitaries individuals in
separate areas in pivot irrigated
schemes , in addition to 324 ha of
the same status found in the
Northern state. But no DL found in
White Nile and North Kordofan
during the survey.
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Forecasting till the end of July
2016:

According to the current
dominated ecological condition in
desert locust summer breeding
areas of Sudan, it is expected that
Desert locust solitary individuals
will aggregate and will start
copulating and breeding, because
of the improvement of the
environment and climate
conditions, and the vegetation
cover convert to green with
medium to high densities, during
July up to its end. Accordingly, we
recommend continuing survey
operations covering wide green
areas that expected to
accommodate DL in the it’s
traditional breeding areas.
